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POSITIVE RESEARCH FROM EXCURSIONS 2008
ENCOURAGES EARLY BOOKINGS FOR NEXT YEAR

Research from Excursions 2008 confirmed that 99% of visitors found the one day group
travel show, held at Alexandra Palace, North London, to be ‘worthwhile’ or ‘very
worthwhile’ and 95% were ‘likely’ or ‘very likely’ to visit the venues which exhibited.

The 2009 show promises to offer new and unmissable
opportunities for group travel organisers planning their days out and short beaks next
year.”
